She entertained for VIP arrivals and then 
moved to Aloha Airlines as a ground hostess and entertainer. 

Kealoha is the Kumu Hula for Halau Hula O Pohai Kealoha, which has been located at 
the Bishop Museum since 1971. She was one of the focal points of Hawaiiana and did the Hula, 
shows for over 25 years before retiring in 2000. 

Kcaloha produced her own Polynesian Revue in many of the showrooms in Waikiki for 
many years. She has judged many beauty pageants, the Merrie Monarch Hula Festival, other 
hula competitions on O'ahu and even hula competitions in California, Tijuana, Seattle, and 
Japan. She has also entertained throughout the continental USA, Canada, London, Japan, Hong 
Kong, Singapore, Australia, Thailand, New Zealand, Fij i , Tahiti, Johnson Island, Guam, and
